Usng a 2 x 4 between-subject desgn of two factors and 168 undergraduates as subjects, we investigated the effect of sdf-

esteem on death anxiety caused by mortality sdience. It showed that : (1) theoperation of mortdity salience did raise the death anxiety
of those undergraduates, the mean soore of anxiety was2.28 +0.49; (2) the hypothedsthat sdf-esteem can buffer death anxiety pro-
posed in the western cultura context was supported , i.e. under the condition of mortdity sdience, the higher the leve of sf-esteem,
the less the death anxiety , an indication that the function of sdf-esteem’ s buffering death anxiety was a common psychologica phe

nomenon.
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
